Area Meeting Properties Committee (AMPC) Terms of Reference
1. To endeavour to ensure that each Local Meeting has a Premises Committee and its Clerk in place.

2. To receive from each Local Meeting an annual report in standardised format of the condition of all premises and burial grounds which are in that Meeting's care, and to report annually to Area Meeting. This report should itemise significant current and proposed projects, and raise points of concern. It should also indicate measures to be considered to improve the sustainability of the premises.

3. To be conversant with Area Meeting properties insurance policy, check that it is fit for purpose, and check the annual renewal terms along with Area Meeting Treasurer.

4. To monitor whether proposals put forward by Local Meetings are based on a considered brief and adequate drawings, and to assist Area Meeting Finance Committee in the review of requests for financial support from the Building Fund. Such reviews should be attended by at least two members of AMPC, including the representative of the Meeting concerned. Any significant capital expenditure which Local Meetings propose should be cleared with AMPC (acting on behalf of Area Meeting). If requested AMPC might be able to offer assistance in the implementation of such proposals.

Note for guidance
Works which could be described as routine maintenance do not require review at Area Meeting level.
